1. An entry fee of $5 per athlete will be charged to a school, with a maximum of $250.  Make cheques payable to WECSSAA.   The entry fee can be paid the day of the meet.
2. Changes to your entries will be accepted on race day before 12:15.  The only changes that will be allowed are those resulting from the injury of an athlete.  The changes must go through the meet convenors. 

Courses and Race Times
1. The courses are the same as The University of Windsor Meet.  The course is mainly grass with some woodchip trails and packed gravel paths.  An asphalt road is crossed a few times. The entire course will hopefully be marked by 11:30 on race day.
